In October 2014, as part of eHospital, we introduced a secure state-of-the-art electronic
patient record system (Epic) across both Addenbrooke’s and The Rosie hospitals. With the
Epic system we now have all the medical information, past and present, that we need about
our patients to hand and in one place.

The easiest way to think about it is that GPs, supermarkets, banks and other major
institutions use modern electronic systems which allow you to access what you need, and
now Addenbrooke’s and The Rosie hospitals are no different. Our clinicians can access the
information they need about a patient wherever they happen to be in our hospitals.

If you have been a patient, or visited Addenbrooke’s or The Rosie recently, you may have
noticed our clinicians using handheld devices and computers on wheels to record care at the
bedside. These devices have been introduced as part of eHospital to enable us to document
care into our Epic electronic patient record system in real time.
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
